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2. Global Education Center Announcements

(1) Announcement by notice

The Global Education Center provides information on various matters, such as recruitment
of scholarship students, through notices posted on the bulletin board within the Center.
Regular notifications and information on internal and external events can be found there, so
please check the bulletin board regularly. (Graduate students should check bulletin boards at
the academic affairs office.)

(2) Documents to be submitted for the new fiscal year
Please make certain to submit the following documents prior to their deadlines. Students
who fail to submit these documents are not eligible for scholarships or tuition
reduction/waivers. Details concerning submission methods and deadlines will be announced
separately.
(1) International Student Data Slip
(2) Copy of passport (portrait page)
[Note] If you are applying for the residence status ‘College Student’, please submit either the
page on which the stamp ‘APPLICATION’ is affixed, or the receipt you receive from the
Immigration Bureau upon submitting your application documents.
(3) Copy of resident card (both sides)
[Note] Please make sure that the number written in the upper right corner of the card surface
can be clearly seen.
(4) Copy of National Health Insurance card
(5) Copy of the passbook of your bank account (showing the names of the bank and
branch, the account number and the name of the account holder)
(6) Registration Form of the Tuition Reduction and Waiver System
(7) Scholarship Entry Sheet (for undergraduates only)
[Note] If unavoidable circumstances will prevent you from submitting documents prior to
the deadline, you must contact the International Section, Global Education Center in
advance.

(3) Notification of Change of Contact Information (such as address, home/mobile

phone number)

In the event of any change to your home address, home phone number or mobile phone
number, please submit the ‘Notification of Change’ to the Global Education Center.

[Note] Notification of any residential address change must be submitted to the appropriate
section of the new municipality office within 14 days of relocation, and a copy of the updated
resident card along with the Notification of Change document must be submitted to the
Global Education Center. Notify a Japan Post branch of the address change to have mail sent
to your old address forwarded to your new address for a year free of charge.

(4) Notification of temporary departure from Japan.
If you are leaving Japan temporarily to return to your home country, please register the
‘Notification of Temporary Departure from Japan’ on the website of Global Education Center.
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(5) Distribution of e-mail news

The Global Education Center occasionally (once or twice a month) provides international
students with information concerning campus life. Additionally, important communications
may be distributed via e-mail at in times of disaster or other occasions in which the bulletin
board cannot be easily checked, so please confirm that you receive e-mail news from time to
time.

Generally, e-mail news is distributed as supplementary information transmission service,
not as a substitute for the bulletin board notices. During ordinary times, please check the
bulletin board for accurate and current information.

Target of distribution

Privately funded international students enrolled in this university. Registration of
freshmen takes time. Please note that the start of e-mail news distribution to freshmen may
be delayed.

Method of distribution

E-mail news is sent to the e-mail address (Gmail) provided to you by the University. As a
webmail service, Gmail can be checked from anywhere you have access to the Internet, and it
can be forwarded to another e-mail address or a mobile phone by changing a simple setting.

3. Systems for International Students

(1) International Student Advisor (for undergraduates)

The university offers an International Student Advisor program to provide international
students with advice and assistance in their studies and daily life. Professors from each
undergraduate faculty serve as international student advisors, whom international students
should feel free to consult with. Details such as the professors’ names and office hours will be
announced at Global Education Center.

(2) Exemption of tuition fees for students entering military service

If you must take a leave of absence due to military service, a retention fee for registered
absence will be refunded via the prescribed procedures. Application forms are available at the
Global Education Center office on each campus. Please contact us for more information.
Applications for a leave of absence are accepted by academic affairs office. Because each
faculty and graduate school has different rules governing the permissible length of a leave of
absence, when students may start their leave and when they may return to school, please ask
your faculty or graduate school whether you can enter military service during a period
stipulated by the university rules before taking the leave of absence.
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Chapter 2 Procedures Required for Campus Life and
Relevant Offices

1. Payment of tuition (Please refer to the ‘Registration Guide’ if you are enrolled in
the fall semester)

The request for remittance of tuition (except for tuition that should be paid during the
enrolment procedure) is typically sent to your mailing address. The ‘Request for Remittance’
of tuition for fall semester freshmen is sent in approximately June, and the ‘Request for
Remittance’ of tuition for both spring and fall semesters is sent in April from your second
year on. Please take care not to lose this form.

Period for payment of tuition
Spring semester: Early April through April 30
Fall semester: Early April through September 30

[Note] If you apply for a reduction or tuition waiver and your application is accepted, the
‘Request for Remittance of Tuition for Fall Semester’, which specifies the adjusted tuition
amount after reduction or waiver, will be sent to your home in the middle of August.
Students applying for reduction or waiver of tuition should not pay tuition for fall semester
in April. For more information, please check notices on the bulletin board and other
announcements.

% If you fail to pay tuition within the prescribed period, you will be
expelled from the university under the provision of the University
Regulations (Article 39, paragraph 1 for undergraduates; Article 39,
paragraph 1 for graduate students).
% If you cannot pay tuition prior to the deadline due to unavoidable
circumstances, you can postpone the deadline by following prescribed
procedures. Please contact the following offices. (No delayed payment
is permitted for graduate students.)

® Tama: Individual faculty offices or Tama Student Affairs Office,

2. Student Card

You should carry your Student Card with you at all times because it is proof that you are a
student of Hosei University. Student Cards are required when you take regular
examinations; request issue of various certificates, including those of qualification for a
student discount; and purchase a student commuter pass.
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3. Leave of absence and withdrawal

If you wish to take a leave of absence or withdraw from the university due to sickness or
other unavoidable circumstances, please consult the reception of your faculty/graduate school
to inquire about the necessary procedures.

(1) Leave of absence
If you plan to take a leave of absence, please read and understand the following, and
consult your guarantor before determining whether or not you should take leave.
v A ‘leave of absence’ means that you do not attend the university during the applicable
period—that is, you do not operate as an international student. Thus, you are regarded as
having no reason to stay in Japan, and should typically return to your home country
immediately.
v You are prohibited from working part-time during the period of the leave. DO NOT work
part-time during the period of the leave. Please note if you are considering taking a leave of
absence for economic reasons.
< School Registration> *Confirm with the reception of your faculty or graduate school
- Please be sure to consult with the reception of your faculty or graduate school in advance
about the period during which you take a leave of absence and timing. Normally, if you
take a leave of absence, you will have to repeat a year. The situation may vary according
to your achievement, so please confirm with the reception of your faculty or graduate
school. Also, please check well about the courses that are required for compulsory courses
and graduation, please take a leave of absence after properly completing the course plan
after returning.
<Tuition Reduction / Scholarships> *Contact Global Education Center- If you repeat a year
due to a leave of absence, the year you return to the university is not eligible for tuition
reduction or waiver (except in cases where leave is taken to enter military services).
Undergraduate students will typically not be eligible for the internally-screened
scholarship for international students.
For more detail, please contact Global Education Center.
- In the case of leave of absence from the fall semester, the reduction and exemption of the
tuition fee for the spring semester will be refunded. Since other procedures are necessary,
please contact Global Education Center.
<Status of residence> *Contact Global Education Center
-Normally, if you take a leave of absence, you will have to repeat a year. You may be asked
to submit a statement of the reason for your leave when you apply for your next period of
stay renewal. Please note that your residence status may not be granted if your statement
of reason for leave or your previous attendance/achievement is unsatisfactory.
v Regarding the status of residence after returning, we will support proxy application at
Global Education Center. Please consult with Global Education Center well in advance if you
need it.
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(2) Withdrawal and expulsion

If you leave Hosei University due to withdrawal or expulsion, you must return to your
home country, even if your period of stay with the status ‘College Student’ has not yet expired.
It is i1llegal to stay in Japan with the residence status of ‘College Student’ when you are not
attending a university.

Upon government request, the university reports students who are missing or have
withdrawn or been expelled from the university to MEXT and the immigration bureau. If you
withdraw or are expelled, please adhere to the following procedures and return to your home
country promptly. If you wish to stay in Japan, you must immediately change your residence
status from ‘College Student’ to another applicable status.

Within 14 days of withdrawal or expulsion, please submit the following documents to the
immigration bureau.

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Chapter 3 Various Procedures for Staying in Japan

International students are permitted to stay in Japan for the purpose of receiving education
at the university. You must follow procedures for acquisition and renewal of residence status
under the provisions of the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act. Application
should be made at the nearest regional immigration bureau. Many procedures take time, so
please give yourself plenty of time to apply and avoid mistakes.

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1. Change of residence status

Generally, you must acquire a residence status of ‘College Student’ in order to pursue
education at a university in Japan. With a residence status of “Temporary Visitor’, you cannot
enrol at a university.

You may enrol in Hosei University while holding a residence status of ‘Dependent’ or
‘Long-Term Resident’, but in such cases you cannot make use of the various support systems
for international students, such as scholarships and tuition reduction/waivers.

Documents required to apply for a change of residence status

(1)  Application form for permission to change residence status
The application form includes a part ‘prepared by the applicant’ and a part ‘prepared by
the organization’ (i.e., the university). Please apply for the part ‘prepared by the
organization’ at the Global Education Center/Support Office on any campus. During
busy times, documents may not be issued on the spot, so please give yourself plenty of
time to apply.
(Graduate students at the Koganei Campus apply for them at Graduate School Office)

(2) Enrolment document (Certificate of student status)
Regular students: Issued by an automatic certificate machine
Trainees and research students*: Issued at the reception of the student’s graduate
school)
*A certificate recording notes on study duration (for trainees) or notes on research
content (for research students) is required.

[Note] The immigration bureau may ask you to submit other certificates or documentation.
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2. Period of stay renewal

The period of stay for international students (students having a residence status of ‘College
Student’) is determined by the immigration bureau to be either three months, six months, one
year, one year and three months, two years, two years and three months, three years, three
years and three months, four years, or four years and three months. If you wish to stay in
Japan longer so as to go on to graduate school or to move up to a higher grade, you must
follow the required procedures to renew your period of stay. The application can be made as
early as three months before the expiration date of the period of stay.

‘ Documents required to apply for permission to renew period of stay |
(1) Application form for permission to renew period of stay

The application form includes a part ‘prepared by the applicant’ and a part ‘prepared by

the organization’ (i.e., the university). Please apply for the part ‘prepared by the

organization’ at the Global Education Center/Support Office on any campus. During
busy times, documents may not be issued on the spot, so please give yourself plenty of
time to apply.

(Graduate students at the Koganei Campus apply for them at Graduate School Office)

*A certificate recording notes on study duration (for trainees) or notes on research

[Notel If you take a leave of absence or repeat a year, you may be asked to submit a
statement of the reason for the leave/repeat year in your next application for period of
stay renewal. If the number of credits you have earned is extremely small, your
application for period of stay renewal may be rejected.

[Note] Permission for part-time jobs (permission to engage in activity other than that
permitted under the status of residence previously granted) must be obtained again at the
time of renewal for period of stay.

[Note] The immigration bureau may ask you to submit other certificates or documentation.

* During the process of application for renewal procedures, please carry an application
receipt slip at all times.

% If you stay in Japan after expiration of your period of stay, you will be considered an illegal
resident, and may be subject to forced eviction. Please give yourself plenty of time to complete
the renewal procedures.
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3. Re-entry

(1) Special re-entry permission

If you are returning to Japan with the same residence status within one year of departure,
please check ‘Departure with Special Re-entry Permission’ on your Embarkation Card for
Reentrant (ED card) before leaving Japan. Please be aware that if your present period of stay
expires within one year after departure, the deadline for re-entry is that expiration date.

International students leaving Japan for three months or longer must submit their
residence card upon departure, regardless of whether or not the trip is part of a university
program. Subsequent application for a Certificate of Eligibility (COE) is necessary to enable
return to Japan for the resumption of studies at Hosei University. Contact the Global
Education Center before leaving Japan for more details on the process.

[Note] If you intend to leave Japan, make sure to submit the ‘Notification of Temporary
Departure’ via the Global Education Center’s website.
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4. Permission to engage in activity other than that permitted under
the previously granted residence status (part-time jobs)

International students are given residence status of ‘College Student’ for the purpose of
receiving education at a university. If you intend to engage in activities outside that purpose
(for example, holding a part-time job), you must obtain advance permission from the
immigration bureau by applying for permission to engage in activity other than that
permitted under the previously granted residence status.

If you are granted permission, you can work part-time for no more than 28 hours per week,
or no more than eight hours a day during the extended vacation established by Hosei
University. You are prohibited from working part-time in any place of business engaged in
amusement-related business. If you violate this prohibition, your permission to engage in
activity other than that permitted under the previously granted residence status may be
revoked, your residence status renewal application may be rejected, or in some cases you may
be subject to forced eviction. In addition, you may risk involvement in a crime through
part-time work.

If you have a residence status of ‘Designated Activities’ for job searching, you will have to
apply for permission to engage in activity other than that permitted under the previously
granted residence status in order to work part-time during the period in which you are
conducting your job search.

Remember that you are staying in Japan for the purpose of education and study. That is
why you are given the residence status of ‘College Student’. If you intend to work part-time,
please observe the following rules:

(1) Your part-time job should not interfere with your studies.

(2)  You should work part-time only to supplement school expenses and other necessary
costs during your study abroad, not to save money or send money to your family at home.

(3)  You should not engage in any sex-related amusement business.

(4)  Your part-time work should not exceed 28 hours per week, or eight hours per day during
the extended vacation.

[Note] International students of Hosei University (with the residence status of ‘College
Student’) can engage in activities as RAs or TAs at the university without obtaining
permission to engage in activity other than that permitted under the previously granted
residence status.

[Note] You are prohibited from working part-time during a leave of absence.

Statement on the back side of the permission to engage in activity other than that permitted
under the previously granted residence status, to be issued to international students
~You must avoid the following when engaging in activities other than that permitted under
the previously granted residence~

1. Activities in a place of business engaged in ‘amusement business’ as defined in Article 2,

paragraph 1 of the Act on Control and Improvement of Amusement Business, etc.

(For example, a part-time job is prohibited in hostess clubs or snack bars that entertain customers and offer foods and
drinks; cafes or bars in which lighting is below 10 1x; mahjong clubs; pachinko parlours; and clubs with slot machines. It is
illegal even to complete duties such as washing dishes or cleaning in such shops.)

2. Activities in a place of business place engaged in ‘store-based sex-related amusement
sgecial business’ as defined in Article 2, paragraph 6 of the Act on Control and Improvement
of Amusement Business, etc.

(For example, a part-time job is prohibited in soap lands, so-called ‘fashion health’ massage stores, strip-show theatres,
so-called ‘love hotels’ and shops dealing in sex-related goods.)

All the following acts are crimes, and you will be strictly punished under the laws of Japan if you perform
any of them. Beware of part-time jobs offering ‘easy money’, and do not yield to temptation. If you are asked to
take any of the following part-time jobs, report to the nearest police station immediately (dial 110).
1. Selling your bank account or mobile phone, or lending your residence card or passport.
2. Entering into a contract for mobile phones or bank accounts on behalf of another person.
3. Pretending to be a Japanese to receive goods, and transferring them to a designated location.
4. Withdrawing money using another person’s cash card.
5. Purchasing goods using another person’s credit card.
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5. Acquiring the residence status of ‘Designated Activities’ for job
search activities

If international students cannot find a job immediately after graduation from university,
they lose their status as international students, and without a job are unable to change their
residence status to one of employment. Because of this, if you intend to continue your job
search in Japan after graduation, you can change your residence status from ‘College Student’
to ‘Designated Activities’ and remain in Japan for up to one year (the period of stay for
“Designated Activities” is six months, and it can be renewed once).

If your period of stay with the status ‘College Student’ expires at the end of February or
earlier, you should renew your ‘College Student’ residence status, then change it to
‘Designated Activities’ after graduation. If your period of stay with the status ‘College
Student’ expires in or after March, you can change your residence status from ‘College
Student’ to ‘Designated Activities’ prior to graduation.

Documents required to apply for the residence status of
‘Designated Activities’ for job search activities

(1)  Application form for permission to change residence status (for ‘Designated Activities’;

available at the immigration bureau)

(2)  Documents or other information certifying your ability to pay expenses

attended just prior to application®

(5)  Documents certifying that you are continuously looking for a job

(7)  Passport

*This testimonial is issued by the Global Education Center. For details concerning procedures
and so on, please consult the Global Education Center. We will conduct an interview with you
to confirm the circumstances of your job search activities, so some time will be required
between your application for a testimony and its issuance. Please allow yourself plenty of time
to apply, so as to complete all procedures prior to expiration of your period of stay. If you wish
to obtain a testimony, please consult us before graduation.

[Note] Make sure to notify the Global Education Center if you obtain the residence status of
‘Designated Activities’.
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6. Residence status for employment

If international students get a job in Japan, they must change their residence status from
‘College Student’ to a status relevant to their work, such as ‘Specialist in
Humanities/International Services’ or ‘Engineer’. Generally, you must appear at the
immigration bureau in person to apply for a change of residence status from ‘College Student’
to anything involving work.

Such applications are accepted in and after December of the previous year, allowing newly
graduated university students to begin work in April. The examination for a change in
residence status takes one to three months, so you must confirm the necessary procedures at
the immigration bureau or the Information Center as soon as you receive a tentative decision
on your employment.

Required documentation varies according to the specific status of residence desired or the
company you intend to work for. Not all the documents are prepared by you; many documents
must be prepared by the company, so please began your preparations well in advance of the
deadline.

Points for examination

(1) Is the student expected to have sufficient technical skill or knowledge, judging from
his/her education (faculty, department or research content) and other background?

(2)  Are the student’s technical skills and knowledge useful for the job he/she intends to
take?

(3) Isthe employer’s treatment (including remuneration) appropriate for the student?

(4) Is the employer expected to remain stable and consistent, judging from its size and past
results? Will the employer offer an opportunity to utilize the student's work?

7. Notification of place of residence

If you have arrived in Japan for the first time and received a residence card at the airport,
please notify the municipality of your place of residence within 14 days of the date on which
you confirm your place of residence.

In the event of a relocation, please notify the municipality you move to of your place of
residence within 14 days.

Once you have completed notification of your place of residence, you may have a copy of
your residence certificate issued by the municipality as needed. A copy of your residence
certificate can be used as a public certificate of the items described, such as your name and
address.

8. Other notifications

In the following cases, you must submit a ‘Notification of the Accepting Organization’ to the

immigration bureau within 14 days. This notification can be sent by mail.

(1) If you attend another school in Japan and enter Hosei University immediately after
graduation from that school.
(No notification is required if you have already submitted a notification at the time of
the graduation from your previous school.)

(2)  If you withdraw or are expelled from university

(3)  If you graduate from university or complete your enrolled course

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Chapter 4 Scholarships/Tuition Reduction

Notices of scholarships for international students are posted whenever available on the bulletin boards of
each campus’s Global Education Centre, the Administrative Division of each graduate school, and Global
education center's website.

1. How to apply for scholarships (undergraduate students)

{Scholarships are subject to intramural selection)
(1) Recruitment and method of application

Applications are submitted every year using the online system. For detailed application guidelines and
deadlines, please refer to the Guide to the New Academic Year.

This online system contains a list of scholarships from external foundations and other organisations that
are expected to be and will be offered in the academic year. By applying for the scholarship you wish to
receive, you will automatically be a recommended candidate when the recruitment for the scholarship
actually starts in or after April.( Details concerning scholarship will be announced separately.)

However, scholarships listed on the online system are not necessarily offered every year. If there are
any new scholarships, notices will be posted on bulletin boards. Be sure to check the board at the Global
Education Centre for each campus and Global education center's website before submitting an
application.

(2) Selection method
Candidates are chosen at the meeting of the Global Education Centre.

(3) Announcement
The successful candidates are announced at the time/date stated in the guidelines for each scholarship.
Applicants must check the results themselves as soon as possible. Candidates will receive separate
instructions from the Global Education Centre.

Information on such scholarships will be posted on the bulletin board at the Global Education Centre of
each campus and Global education center's website. Applications must be made directly to the scholarship
foundations in some cases, while forms are distributed and collected at the Global Education Centre in
others. Please read the application guidelines carefully before applying.
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lIssues to resolve before applying for an undergraduate scholarship|

(1) Applicants for scholarships that require internal selection must:
1) have ‘Student’ residence status as of 1 May (including those in the process of
immigrating) and
2) have submitted a copy of their resident cards to the Global Education Centre
by the deadline.
* Be careful, as you will not be eligible for selection if your ‘Student’ residence
status cannot be confirmed.

(2) If a student receives two or more scholarships that require intramural
selection, the total amount will be limited to approximately ¥50,000 for
humanities courses and ¥65,000 for science courses per month, considering
the tuition fees. In principle, the rules of individual scholarship
organisations will be prioritised.

(3) During the selection process, important judgments are made systematically
with the emphasis placed on academic achievements (entrance exam results
for first-year students). You may not be recommended if you have earned
very few credits each year.

(4) Selection is usually carried out by document-based elimination, although
interviews may be conducted in some cases.

(5) Students who live in a private company dormitory on the university’s
recommendation may be treated as if they were scholarship recipients.

(6) Some scholarship organisations may require recipients to be actively
involved in organisational activities. Before making your application, be
sure to have a complete understanding of the objectives, purposes, and other
conditions of the scholarships you are applying for, in addition to the
amounts and other financial conditions.

(7) In scholarship selection, the ratio of various groups of recipients may be
adjusted by nationality, department/graduate school and academic year.

(8) Students who were held back in the previous academic year or are taking a
leave of absence in the current academic year are not eligible for
scholarships requiring intramural selection.

(9) In principle, students who will be overseas during the period between the
application and the notification of results are not eligible for scholarship
selection.
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2. How to apply for scholarships (graduate students)

(1) Application method

Scholarship recruitment notices will be posted at the Administrative Division of each graduate school
on the Ichigaya Campus, and at the Koganei International Ofice, and the Tama Student Affairs Office
and Global education center's website. Scholarships may or may not require selection within the Hosei
University graduate schools; for other non-university scholarships, students may apply directly to the
foundations and other organizations offering the scholarships. Please confirm the application guidelines
and submit the appropriate application form to one of the offices listed blow or to the appropriate
scholarship organization by the deadline (some selective scholarships may require documents other than
the application form).

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3. Tuition reduction system

Hosei University’s tuition reduction system is offered to self-supporting international students.
Applications are accepted every academic year.
Reduction amount is as follows ;
[ Undergraduate Students]
+ Enrolled Students entering the university before 2016
The equivalent of 30% of tuition is deducted
- Enrolled Students entering the university in or after 2017
First year Students : The equivalent of 30% of tuition is deducted
Enrolled Students : 20—40% of tuition is deducted by the comprehensive evaluation based on the
grades
[ Graduate Students]
+ Enrolled Students entering the university before 2017 : The equivalent of 30% of tuition deducted
+ Enrolled Students entering the university in or after 2018 : The equivalent of 20% of tuition deducted

The system targets reqular students enrolled in undergraduate or graduate courses. Students in the
following categories are not eligible for tuition reductions:

(1) International students dispatched by foreign governments

(2) International students participating in student exchange programs

(3) Students enrolled in double-degree programs who come from participating universities in China

(4) Students whose academic performance is unsatisfactory and who have no prospect of completing their
studies. This includes those who have repeated two or more academic years since enrolment, but not those
deemed to have compelling reasons for doing so (e.g., serious illnesses that requires long-term
hospitalisation or home care after hospitalisation; military service)

(5) Students who have repeated the previous academic year (including those who have repeated the year due to a
leave of absence, but not those deemed to have compelling reasons (e.g., serious illnesses that require
long-term hospitalisation or long-term home care after hospitalisation; military service))

(6) Students who are currently studying overseas (apart from those in the Study Abroad Program)

(7) Students taking a leave of absence throughout the academic year or consecutively during the spring and

autumn terms

(8) Students who are deemed not to have financial difficulties (including those in categories a, b and ¢ below)

a. Recipients of a scholarship that exceeds the amount provided to government-sponsored international
undergraduates or research students in the academic year.

b. Students who pay extremely high housing expenses (room rent)

c¢. Students who are exempted from paying tuition for an academic year or who receive a scholarship
equivalent to the year’s tuition from the university

(9) Students expelled for failing to pay the spring term tuition in an academic year (except for those expelled for

the autumn term)

(10) Students whose residence status is not ‘Student’, as stipulated in Table I (appended) of the Immigration

Control and Refugee Recognition Act

(11) Recipients of Hosei International Fund (HIF) scholarships for the academic year

(12) Students who are deemed to have no intention of continuing their studies, given their attendance

(13) Students who were subjected to disciplinary measures at the university during the previous academic year

(14) Non-regular students (post-Master’s researchers, research students and other non-regular students are not
eligible)

2. Mental health

It 1s much more stressful than we imagine for international students to start a new life in
Japan, away from the environment and culture in which they have grown up. But it is quite
natural to feel stressed. International students very new to Japan sometimes fail to behave
naturally according to the new country’s standards, and may lose self-confidence or feel
depressed to find that in their new, unfamiliar environment, what they believe to be normal is
not. As a result, they may avoid speaking to Japanese people or attending classes. This is just
a temporary phenomenon. Everyone experiences such feelings in the process of cultural
adaptation. If you feel you are in a state of culture shock, try any of the following:

* Find something that will chase away your stress

* Get involved in something similar to what you did in your home country

* Find and talk with another international student from your same country
* Exchange opinions with others on the experience of different cultures

* Call, e-mail, or write letters to your family or friends in your home country
* Exercise

* Join in international exchange activities

Utilize the university’s G-Lounge fully to pursue these opportunities. The General Foreign
Students Association, a group for all international students, conducts various exchange
events. Please participate if you can.

If culture shock or stress gets worse, you may suffer from mental illness. If you notice that
you or anyone around you cannot sleep well, has no appetite or cannot stop eating, or
experiences auditory or visual hallucinations, do not hesitate to contact the Student
Counseling Office or a clinic at any campus.

Receiving treatment for mental disease does not negatively affect your personality or
autonomy. Early treatment will help you regain your mental health before symptoms become
serious. Information as to who has visited the Student Counseling Office and what has been
discussed will be kept strictly confidential.

1. Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and

However, there are no systems that financially support overseas students against accidents that occur during
part-time jobs or any other troubles that students encounter while off the university premises. On top of that,
students will have to limit their part-time work during the treatment of their injury.

Students may also encounter unexpected accidents, such as a fire or a water leakage, resulting in
damaged apartments, boarding houses, and dormitories. In such cases, without insurance plans, students
will have to solve their own legal and financial problems. With that said, Hosei university recommend
‘Insurance for Hosei University Overseas Students’ and ‘Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives
Coupled with PAS’ plans. In order to make the insurance acquisition process as smooth as possible for you,
the university offers subsidies. After carefully reading the instructions below, please select one of the two
insurance plans.

However, this scenario is irrelevant if you already have accident insurance, and the insurance sufficiently
covers injuries and other troubles that may occur during your stay as a student in Japan.

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Chapter 7 Daily life, and procedures

1. National Health Insurance system

All foreigners having the residence status of ‘College Student’ must enrol in the National
Health Insurance (NHD system.* Please follow the appropriate procedures to have a National
Health Insurance Card (‘Insurance Card’) issued to you. Procedures for enrolment should be
completed at the reception of the insurance section at the municipal office where you are
registered as a foreigner. If you are accompanied by your family, all family members should
enrol also. You must present your residence card and pay the premium at the time of
enrolment. For those whose income is below the threshold recognized by the NHI section, a
reduction in premiums may apply. For details, please refer to the NHI section at the
municipal office. Declare your living conditions from the previous year, and premiums may be
reduced if your application is accepted after examination.

Make sure to bring your Insurance Card with you when you receive medical treatment at a
medical institution in Japan. Present your Insurance Card at the reception of the medical
institution, and you will have to pay only 30% of total medical expenses. In addition, if the
medical bill is very high due to hospitalization or other services, you may receive financial aid.
For more information, please refer to the insurance section at your local municipal office.

*If any of your family members is a Japanese civil servant or a company employee and you have already
enrolled in the mutual aid association or in health insurance as his/her dependent, you do not need to
enrol again in the National Health Insurance system.

2. Reimbursement for high-cost medical care payments

If your share of medical expenses is very high due to hospitalization or other services, your
share of payment may be refunded through reimbursement for high-cost medical care
payments by NHI. Usually, a notice concerning application for reimbursement will be sent to
you directly by the NHI section within a few months of receiving treatment. Apply for
reimbursement according to the notice’s instructions. If you do not receive any notice after a
few months have passed, ask the NHI section of your local municipal office. If payment of your
share of medical expenses causes hardship or a determination on reimbursement of high-cost
medical care payments takes too much time, an amount equivalent to your share of medical
expenses may be temporarily lent to you. You can apply for reimbursement of high-cost
medical care payments only within two years of the date of the first visit to the medical
institution.
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3. National Pension System

The Japanese National Pension System requires all persons aged 20 to 59 who have an
address in Japan, regardless of nationality, to pay contributions. In truth, many international
students stay in Japan for only a few years, and few of them are expected to actually receive a
pension in future.

A special payment system for students allows students to postpone contribution payments
until their graduation. Refer to your local municipal office for details and follow the necessary
procedures.

If you enrol in the National Pension, pay contributions for a certain period of time, and then
return to your home country, you may claim Lump-sum Withdrawal Payments. Requirements
for such a claim are as follows (all requirements must be satisfied to qualify for Lump-sum
Withdrawal Payments):

* You have paid National Pension contributions for a total of six months or more.

* You are not a Japanese citizen.

* You have never been entitled to receive a pension.

* You file an application for the claim within two years after returning to your home
country.

4. Individual Number (My Number)

The Individual Number is a 12-digit personal number given to all residents of Japan,
including international students registered as residents. It is used for social security, taxation,
disaster control and other purposes.

If you apply for resident registration, you will later receive a notification card showing your
Individual Number from your local city/ward office. You will be associated with this number
permanently even if you leave Japan. Keep it in a safe place and do not give it to other people.

Occasions when your Individual Number must be presented

* When starting a part-time or full-time job

* When sending money abroad or receiving money from abroad at a bank
* When following administrative procedures at a city/ward office
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5. Taxes

In Japan, it is common that employers pre-deduct taxes from their employees’ salaries. International
students working part-time will receive tax-deductible payments, or will later receive payment slips for
municipal taxes and Metropolitan residents’ taxes.

Japan has signed a tax treaty with many countries. If your country is among them, you may be exempted
from paying income taxes by letting your employer know that you are an international student. Then your
employer submits the “application form for income tax convention” to the tax office.

Even if your home country has concluded a tax treaty with Japan, you may still need to pay income tax in
Japan, as a tax treaty’s exemption coverage varies among countries. You should still ask your employer to
submit the application form for income tax convention if they have not.

6. Banking

(1) Opening an account

To open a bank account, you need documents that verify your identify (e.g., a resident card with your
current address). Some banks require that people applying for an account have lived in Japan for over six
months. If you go to one of the bank branches near the university campuses, they should process your
application smoothly; they are familiar with the situation international students are in.

The following people need to open an account at a post office (or Japan Post Bank): Government-financed

international students and the recipients of study grants of the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology.

(2) Banking hours

In principle, banks in Japan are open between 9 AM and 3 PM, except on weekends and public holidays.
ATMs are operated during and outside banks’ operating hours. Please note that bank transfers made after 3
PM will be processed on the next business day.

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(2) Find housing on your own.
If the dormitories do not meet your desired conditions, you can look for off-campus dormitories for international

students or private apartments. There are uniquely Japanese customs associated with signing a lease, such as
paying a deposit and key money; carefully discuss the contract details with your guarantor.

For apartments and condominiums, contract negotiations are typically done between the agency
on the owner’s side and the agency on your side.

(B) The schedule leading up to moving in
It is difficult to find a place to live for a short period of time. Students should plan ahead,
assuming it will take two weeks to two months before they can actually move in. In Japan, where
new students and employees typically start their study or work in April, the busiest time of year
for signing leases is February and March. You should be mindful that if you are too picky or
indecisive, rooms with good conditions may be taken.

You are often asked to produce your resident card, passport, student ID, or certificate of enrollment. You may
also be asked to present proof of your ability to pay (e.g., bank passbooks, documents showing your receipts,
or scholarship certificates).

® Assessment of your application

If your application successfully goes through the management firm, the owner, and (in some cases) a
guaranty company, the lease contract is concluded. You may be required to pay necessary initial costs prior
to the contract date.

Start looking for apartments/condominiums

When finding an apartment or condominium, it is common and efficient to

search rental-property sites by using your desired conditions. The easiest option may be to visit
real estate agencies partnered with the university, tell them your desired conditions, and have
them search for rooms that meet your conditions (as closely as possible).

Such partner agencies help many international students, so your room search should go smoothly.
It is not easy to find a room that provides 100% satisfaction, so you should prioritize your
conditions.

You need to apply to use electricity, gas, water, and the internet. Don’t forget to register your
address. To use electricity and water, tenants need to apply for themselves. You can apply to start
using water and electricity via phone or email.

Tenants needs to be present at the time when gas and the internet become usable. For the internet,
it may take up to one month after your application to be able to start using it.

Also, once your lease has been concluded, you need to register your address at your local
government office within two weeks. Costs (other than rent) vary, depending on your usage.

Preparation of furniture, etc.

Rental houses in Japan do not normally have furniture, curtains, and bedding. Japanese houses
have limited space; make sure you measure the width and height of the routes (e.g., stairs,
hallways, and doorways) that you will carry your furniture through—to avoid a situation where
the furniture you purchased is too big to be brought in.

Co-signer and guaranty company

When renting a room in Japan, it is common to have a cosigner. A cosigner has a legal obligation
to repay debts on your behalf—if you fail to pay your rent by the deadline, or you damage your
room and failed to pay the repair costs.

Normally, students ask their Japan-based relatives, referrals, or contacts, but if you do not have
anyone to ask locally, you may want to consider using a guaranty company. We can not be a
guarantor.

Signing the contract and moving in

A contract is an agreement that makes the rights and obligations of the lender and the renter clear.
Signing a contract means that you agree with what is written, and promise to abide by the
contractual provisions. Read the contract carefully, and ask the real estate agents for an
explanation if you do not fully understand the provisions.

When signing a lease, you are asked to sign the instructions, which list particularly important
provisions among the lease terms and documents (e.g., insurance conditions and procedures).

Contract term The contract term is normally two years, but in rare cases, it is one year.

Rent and managing fees| Includes amounts, payment dates, and payment methods.

Prohibited items Common prohibited items are:

+ Pets
+ Playing musical instruments
+ Altering the interior (e.g., changing wallpaper, painting, or drilling holes in the wall)

+ Living with friends without permission or lending the room to friends
+ Leaving personal items (e.g., bicycles) in common spaces

Contract renewal Is the contract renewable or not? If it’s renewable, what fees will the renter be

charged? (Normally, renters pay one month’s rent as a renewal fee.)

Cancellation of contract| - When is the renter required to inform the landlord about cancelling the contract?

+ Costs associated with cancellation and the refund of the deposit
(Generally, the owner can deduct repair costs from the deposit if the renter has caused
damaged to the room, either intentionally or accidentally.)
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(H) Residential manners and rules

(A) Waste separation

Japan has detailed waste-disposal rules. Be mindful that rules vary among localities. Each local government
has the waste-disposal rules posted in various languages. Read them carefully, and dispose of your waste
correctly.

Most local governments collect particular types of waste on particular days of week, and residents take out
their waste during designated hours. If you disobey the rules, your waste will not be collected, making the
waste-collection site unhygienic or dangerous.

Japanese people are particularly concerned about cleanliness. Your neighbors may notice unhygienic
conditions at the waste-collection site, and make a complaint that potentially results in a bad situation; the
offender could be denied his/her tenancy for violating the contract terms.

(B) Lifestyle noise

The lifestyle of your neighbors may not necessarily be the same as yours. For households with small
children or elderly people, vacuuming and using a washing machine at midnight are considered bothersome
noise. Also, when you invite your friends to your place, be considerate of your neighbors; do not talk in
loud voices or play loud music.

(C) Greetings
Japanese people bow when greeting or expressing their gratitude. They bow deeper when apologizing. If

you see your neighbors, greet them with a little bow and say, “Ohayo-gozaimasu (good morning),”
“Konnichiwa (hello),” or “Konbanwa (good evening).”

(D) Participation in events
Try to participate in local crime-prevention drills, which are organized by the apartment or condominium
you live in—or by your neighborhood association. Also, mochitsuki (rice-cake pounding), mikoshi-katsugi

(carrying miniature shrines) and bon-odori (a social dance) will be great opportunities to experience
Japanese customs.
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(3) Apply for student halls and company dormitories through the Global Education Center

A. Student halls

The university will notify students via notification boards when it has received invitations for tenants from
external student halls. (Students may need to apply directly or via the Global Education Center.)

B. Company dormitories

With the aim of having a deeper international understanding, the Foundation of Corporate Friendship
Network for Foreign Students runs a program, in which companies in Japan set aside some dormitory
rooms to international students. The Global Education Center is informed when such rooms are available,
and will notify students on notification boards. Read the conditions for residents carefully before you apply.

<Application considerations>

* Applicants are not allowed to inspect the company dormitory they applied for, or meet with the dormitory’s manager before
they have been admitted.

* Applicants need to wait for a minimum of one month (and up to three months) after application.

* Students who have been admitted to a company dormitory may be treated as scholarship recipients because companies
normally set the boarding fees at their dormitories generously low.

*You will need to attend an interview when you file an application through the university.

* Unlike apartments in the private sector, students need to apply through the university to live in a company dormitory.
Arbitrary behaviors will not be tolerated, including when moving in and out. Make sure you always consult with the Global
Education Center when you have problems.
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Chapter 9 Precautions for students

Cultures, customs, and laws vary from country to country. To make your time as a student in Japan
fulfilling, understanding Japanese law and university rules would greatly help.

1. Drinking/Smoking

Laws and customs about drinking/smoking differ among countries. In Japan, drinking/smoking under the
age of 20 is prohibited by law. It is also illegal to offer minors a drink. Minors must have the courage to say
“no” to people who offer them a drink. Public manners must be observed for smoking. In many districts,
smoking on the street is strictly prohibited.

At Hosei University, drinking is (in principle) prohibited on all campuses. When social events that include
drinking are held in exceptional cases, students must follow the rules set by each campus.

2. Drug abuse
In Japan, it is illegal to use, possess, transfer, and grow drugs, and offenders are severely punished.

A single use of drugs will cause serious damage to your brain and nervous system. People take drugs “just
one time,” then quickly become addicted to them, ruining their health and lives.

Usage may initially start with light-hearted curiosity (e.g., “drugs sound like fun”), fellowship (e.g., “my
friends do it”), or incorrect information (e.g., “drugs make you feel refreshed”). However, before you know
it, you find yourself in an irreversible situation. If someone offers you drugs, you must reject them with a
firm attitude.

3. Solicitation by external organizations

We have been receiving complaints from students who have been subjected to relentless solicitation from
organizations that are unrelated to Hosei University. There have been cases in which students gave away
their contact information to such organizations on the street—and subsequently received high-pressure
solicitation via phone and email. Students must be careful about giving away their personal information,
and should consult the university if they are experiencing problems.
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Chapter 10 Finding a job in Japan after graduation

Recruitment methods used by Japanese companies are often based on Japanese customs and manners, and
understanding them greatly increases the chances of securing a job in this country. For students considering
working in Japan after graduation, we encourage them to understand how recruitment works here, and start
preparation early.

1. Job-hunting in Japan and unique challenges faced by international students

Japanese companies basically adopt annual hiring, assuming that new recruits start working in April. Also,
companies have a strong preference for hiring students straight out of undergraduate or postgraduate
programs.

International students who have not secured a job upon graduation only have one year to stay in Japan for
job-hunting. Therefore, it is important that they start collecting necessary information early, to maximize
the chance of securing a job before graduation.

2. Job-hunting schedule

Job-hunting roughly proceeds as follows:
<>Do self-analysis, and research the industry and specific work of interest.
<{>Participate in internship programs.
<{>Participate in career-guidance events and seminars.
<{>Send companies the details about your interests. (This procedure is called Entry (=> kU —) in
Japan; it is not a job application.)
<Participate in company-information sessions.
<> Sit through screening tests (including written tests, aptitude tests, interviews, and group
discussions).
<>Receive informal job offers from companies.

It is important that you have concrete future plans at an early stage. Know what you want to do, and your
aptitude for gaining knowledge about the industry and the companies you are interested in.

A job-hunting schedule may vary from year to year. To be able to feel relaxed when the companies’
screening-test season starts, students should collect information at the Career Center on a regular basis.
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3. Support of Hosei University

The Hosei University Career Center provides career information to international and Japanese students, and
it provides individual consultations. It also provides support that specifically caters to international students.
Students wishing to work in Japan after graduation are encouraged to actively use the Career Center. Then
you can make the career of your choice reality.

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Chapter 11 Emergencies

1. Traffic accidents

Traffic accidents occur frequently in overcrowded Tokyo. International students should be aware that such
accidents can be very serious. Please observe traffic rules when driving cars or riding bikes or motorbikes. If
you are involved in a traffic accident, please follow the following guidelines:

(1) If you are the victim of a traffic accident

Y Exchange contact information with the other party
Ask for the address, name, and telephone number of the other person or people involved in the accident and give the
other party your contact details. In the case of a car accident, be sure to confirm the other party’s information with the
driver’s license or other documents and license plate. This information is very important because you will need to
negotiate with the other party to claim for damages (see (3)).
¥ Inform the police about the accident.
If you call the police (emergency number 110), police officers will come to inspect the accident site and write an
on-the-spot investigation report. The report is a record of the accident and an important document in determining who
is responsible. It is particularly important to submit a report when the accident results in personal injuries.
Y% Request a traffic accident certificate.
Request a traffic accident certificate from the Japan Safe Driving Centre office of the prefecture that has jurisdiction
over the accident site as soon as possible after the accident (an application to the Centre may be made by postal
transfer or at the counter). A victim needs this certificate to directly claim for compulsory automobile liability
insurance or to claim for a temporary payment.

Y¢ Receive appropriate medical treatment for your injury.
Even if an injury does not seem serious at the time of the accident, the pain may increase or aftereffects may emerge
later. Be sure to go to the hospital for diagnosis and treatment even if there are no external injuries.

(2) If you caused a traffic accident

Y¢ Call the hospital and police.
The person responsible for a traffic accident must report it. Call the police (110) immediately and arrange for transport
to the hospital (emergency number 119) if the other person is injured.

Y¢ Exchange contact information with the other party.
Present your driver’s license and allow the other party to write down your name, address, and telephone number; ask
for the same information from him/her in return.

Y¢ Liability for damages

As the person responsible for the accident, you may be held liable for medical expenses or compensation for damage.
Seek advice from your Japanese friends or the Global Education Centre on how to handle the situation. [see (3) and (4).]
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(3) Negotiations on compensation for damage
When injuries have been treated, the parties will begin settlement negotiations (resolution by
discussion). These negotiations can be quite complicated for both sides. Ask your Japanese friends to help
you find a consultation service (see (4)). Advice is also provided at the Global Education Centre.

2. Earthquakes
(1) Always be prepared.

Stabilise furniture with fall prevention tools, etc./Prepare an emergency bag (see (2))./Keep the bathtub filled with
water./Decide on an emergency meeting place if you live in Japan with your family./Confirm the safety evacuation area
(usually a park, school, or other designated space) in your local community./Participate in local disaster control/evacuation
drills.

(2) What you should put in the emergency bag
Emergency drinking water/emergency food (e.g., dry biscuits, canned food)/can opener/first aid kit (household
medicine)/flashlight/portable radio/new batteries/copies of your passport, health insurance card, and other essential
documents.
* Put these items in a backpack and keep it in a place you can get to easily.
* In the case of a major disaster, the lifeline (electricity, gas, and water) will be stopped. If the lifeline is not restored,
support from the local government or volunteers will be delivered in three days. It is therefore advisable to prepare
emergency food for three days.

(3) If an earthquake actually occurs
Indoors: Ensure your own safety first./Hide under a desk, etc. until the tremors stop./Confirm the safety of fire sources
(e.g., close the gas tap)./Open windows and doors to secure exits./Do not run outside quickly./Do not use an
elevator when going outside.

Outdoors: Move away from buildings or fences (because of the danger of things falling from above and fences
collapsing)/Evacuate to a large, safe place (e.g. a park)/Obtain correct information from the radio, or another
official source. If you are driving, park your car on the left side of the road, leave the car, and take refuge with the
car key left inserted.

* The most important thing is to stay calm. Even after the first large tremors stop, it is better not to go back inside right
away because aftershocks may continue for a while. It is very important to access and act on accurate information after
an earthquake.

* When a large earthquake occurs, obtain information from the local safe evacuation area, or radio, etc. after the tremors
have stopped completely.

* The Meteorological Agency measures seismic waves using seismographs in different areas immediately every
earthquake, forecasting the arrival of strong shaking and seismic intensity, and providing information as quickly as
possible, before the tremors intensify (usually several seconds before strong shaking begins). If you hear such an
emergency earthquake report on TV, radio, mobile phone, etc., take all necessary actions, such as protecting yourself,
securing an exit, and putting out fires, before the strong shaking begins.

(4) Other matters that require attention

When you leave your current address due to an earthquake, inform the Global Education Centre of your
whereabouts. If you are returning to your home country, submit a ‘notice of temporary absence’ if
possible. Emergency communications from the university are made via (1) university’s web site, (2) the
Global Education Centre’s website and (3) by group mail to e-mail addresses assigned by the university.
Keep contact with the university as much as possible as the university may provide certain types of aid or
receive inquiries from your family.
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3. Fire

If a fire occurs in your own room or the room next door, it may not be sufficient to extinguish the fire on
your own. Be sure to yell ‘Fire!” in a loud voice to let people around know. If the fire seems likely to
spread, report it to the fire station immediately (call the toll-free number 119 with no area code from
anywhere in Japan). As the fire station dispatches fire engines and ambulances, state first very clearly that
there is a fire and give our address correctly.

If you unfortunately experience a fire, you must first evacuate to a safe place. If firefighters, police
officers, or your landlord are there, act according to their instructions. Act calmly even if you are upset by

the shock of losing your room in the fire. The ward/city office will give you advice or find you temporary
accommodation in case of a fire.

Aiming towards becoming a ""Green'" University

[Hosei University Environmental Charter

Under the vision of "Open University - Hosei 21" the university will strive to realize a
"Green University" as a university-wide in order to achieve harmony and co-exist with
the earth's natural environment as well as to better mankind through various activities
beginning with education and research.

Hosei University’s efforts for environmental issues

Hosei University enacted an "Environmental Charter" in March of 1993 and began to implement concrete efforts towards
realizing a "sustainable society". In September of the same year Hosei became the first comprehensive university in Japan to
receive 1SO14001 certification (International Standards for Environmental Management) for building '92 Building. In
October of 2001 the environmental management system registration was expanded for the entire Ichigaya campus and then
again for the Tama campus in 2004. The university continues to reform campus environments in order to realize the aims of
the "Environmental Charter”". We plan to further expand the scope of these activities to cover the Koganei campus and
affiliated schools in the future.

Learn about the environment

In striving to improve the environment, the university is aware (as an educational and research institute) that it is responsible
for educating people about the environment. To provide our students and the general public with opportunities to learn about
the environment, the university holds pertinent lectures, seminars, and symposiums. Also, by organizing eco-tours, we have
been attempting to deepen people’s understanding of environmental issues through actual experiences.

We publicize these events and activities on the notice boards as necessary. We encourage students to participate in them.

Start with little things around you, although they may be a little burdensome.

(1) Reduce waste!

In addition to recycling, you are encouraged to reduce the amount of waste you produce. For example, at a university, a large
amount of paper is used for lectures and seminars (e.g., photocopying and printing). Most paper is discarded after use. Let’s
try to reduce paper waste by copying on both sides of the paper and using recycled paper. We are currently installing
wastepaper collection boxes, so we ask you to place used paper in them.

(2) Separate waste for recycling!

We are currently installing six types of waste-separation boxes: combustible waste, incombustible waste, bottles, cans, PET
bottles, and batteries. Please help our recycling efforts by correctly using these boxes.

(3) Become a green consumer!

Green consumers preferentially choose products and services that put a minimum impact on the environment. The number of
“green” (i.e., environmentally friendly) stationery products is increasing.

The university is asking our suppliers to make efforts to select products with less environmental impact.

Make it the Century of the Environment

Conserving or improving the environment is impossible without changing our lifestyle. The lifestyle of the 20t century was
based on mass resource extraction, mass production, and mass disposal—all for realizing a convenient, comfortable life. Now
we need to do things that are “a little inconvenient and burdensome.” The actions of each one of us at the university can help
make the 21% century the “Century of the Environment.” Are you willing to change your lifestyle?
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
